REGULATIONS ON THE BUSINESS COUNCIL OF MEMBER STATES
OF THE SHANGHAI COOPERATION ORGANIZATION

1. General Provisions

1.1. The Business Council of the member states of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization (hereinafter referred to as the Business Council) is a non-
governmental organization that unites the business and financial circles of the
member states of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (hereinafter referred
to as the SCO) - the Republic of India, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
People's Republic of China, the Kyrgyz Republic, the Islamic Republic
Pakistan, Russian Federation, Republic of Tajikistan, Republic of Uzbekistan.
1.2. The Business Council is created to facilitate the expansion of economic
cooperation within the SCO, establish direct ties and dialogue between the
business and financial circles of the SCO member states, and attract them to
all-round business cooperation in trade, economic and investment fields.

1.3. The Business Council carries out its activities taking into account the
SCO Charter, the SCO Development Strategy, the Program of Multilateral
Trade and Economic Cooperation of the SCO Member States, the Action Plan
for the implementation of this Program, decisions of the Council of Heads of
SCO Member States (hereinafter - the SCO CHS) and the Council of Heads
of Government (Prime Minister) ministers) of the SCO member states
(hereinafter - SCO SCO), other documents in the economic sphere adopted by
the SCO bodies.

1.4. The Business Council functions in conjunction with the Meeting of
Ministers of the SCO Member States Responsible for Foreign Economic and
Foreign Trade Activities (hereinafter referred to as the Meeting of Ministers),
the Secretariat

SCO and other SCO structures.
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2. Tasks and directions of activity of the Business Council

2.1. The main tasks of the Business Council are:

- assistance in the development of effective regional cooperation of the
member states in trade, economic, credit and financial, scientific and
technical, energy, transport, telecommunications, agro-industrial and other
areas of common interest for business and financial circles of the SCO
member states;

- attracting business and financial circles of the member states to the
implementation of projects in various spheres of the economy on the territory
of the SCO member states, promoting the development of direct contacts and
ties between business circles of the SCO countries;

- development of recommendations and proposals for improving the
conditions for economic cooperation within the SCO;

- expanding the forms of cooperation between business and financial circles
of the SCO member states within the framework of special working groups
and by holding various events (exhibitions, conferences, seminars, etc.);

- carrying out information exchange in the interests of developing cooperation
between business and financial circles of the SCO member states;

- development of plans and programs for cooperation between business and
financial circles of the SCO member states in the relevant areas;

- interaction and strengthening of ties with economic, financial organizations,
chambers of commerce and industry, national chambers of entrepreneurs,
enterprises of both the SCO member states and other states, exchange of
information with them, assistance to business circles of the SCO countries in
the development of their economic activities abroad.

2.2. The spheres of cooperation of the Business Council can be expanded by
mutual agreement of the SCO member states.

3. The structure and procedure for the functioning of the Business Council
3.1. The Business Council is formed from the national parts of the SCO
member states, uniting their business and financial circles interested in the
implementation of business cooperation in the SCO space. The formation
procedure, composition, as well as the regulations for the activities of the
National Unit are determined in accordance with the procedures established
in each SCO member state.

3.2. The chairman (head) of the national part of the Business Council is
elected or appointed from among the members of the national part in
accordance with the rules and procedures established in each SCO member
state.
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3.3. The supreme body of the Business Council is the Management Board,
which determines and develops the main directions of the Business Council's
activities, decides important issues of relations with business associations of
other states.

3.4. The Board of the Business Council includes the chairmen (heads) of the
national parts of the Business Council, as well as the Executive Secretary of
the SCO Business Council.

3.5. The Board of the Business Council performs the following functions:

- approval of the Regulations on the Business Council, the Rules of the
Management Board

Business Council;

- discussion and solution of issues of the current activities of the Business
Council and development of measures to improve it;

- appointment of the Executive Secretary of the Business Council;

- discussion of the draft report of the Business Council for the next meeting of
the SCO SCO;

- making decisions on the creation of special working groups within the
framework of the Business Council, as well as on holding joint events
(exhibitions, conferences, seminars, etc.);

- making decisions on the appeal of the Business Council to the SCO CHS
and SCO CHS on the most important issues of the SCO economic activity;

- establishment and maintenance of working contacts with the management of
international financial organizations, business associations of foreign states.
3.6. Board decisions are taken by consensus.

3.7. The procedure for convening and holding meetings of the Management
Board is regulated by the Rules of the Management Board of the Business
Council.

3.8. The Chairman of the Business Council is the Chairman of the national
part of the state, presiding over the given year.

3.9. The Chairman of the Business Council performs the following functions:
- holds meetings of the Management Board;

- approves the agenda of the meeting of the Management Board,

- coordinates the activities of the Secretariat of the Business Council;

- maintains working contacts with the members of the Management Board in
the period between the meetings of the Management Board;

- submits a report on the activities of the Business Council at the meetings of
the SCO SCO.



3.10. The chairman (head) of the national part is appointed as the Deputy
Chairman of the Business Council, the chairmanship of which will pass on a
rotational basis in the order of the Russian alphabet in the next calendar year.
3.11. The Deputy Chairman of the Business Council acts as the Chairman in
case of his absence.

3.12. The national units of the SCO member states create Secretariats of the
national units that interact with the Secretariat of the Business Council and
are headed by Secretaries elected or appointed in accordance with the
procedures established in each SCO member state.

3.13. The Secretariat of the Business Council performs the following
functions:

- studies and summarizes the proposals and materials for the agenda of the
meetings of the Management Board received from the Secretariats of the
National Parts, on their basis prepares proposals to the Management Board on
the provisional agenda, dates and venue of meetings;

- distributes the agenda of the next meeting of the Management Board, as
well as other necessary materials to the Secretariats of the national parts, no
later than twenty days before the meeting;

- Carries out organizational preparation for meetings of the SCO Business
Council bodies in cooperation with the Secretariat of the National Section of
the State presiding in the SCO this year, as well as with the bodies of the host
state responsible for holding meetings of the Council of Heads of State or the
Council of Heads of Government of the SCO.

- prepares, on the basis of the materials submitted by the national parts of the
Business Council, a report for the annual Session of the Business Council.

- contributes to the identification of specific trade and investment
opportunities in the field of multilateral mutually beneficial trade, economic
and business cooperation within the SCO.

- exercises control over the implementation of decisions of the Management
Board;

- is the depositary of decisions and minutes of the meetings of the
Management Board

Business Council;

- ensures that copies of documents adopted by the Board are sent to the
Secretariats of the national parts;

- develops a draft work plan for the implementation of decisions

The Board,;
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- requests from the national units information and reference materials and
other materials necessary to ensure the work of the Business Council;

- creates a databank on issues that are the subject of the Business Council.
The necessary information is sent by the Secretariat to the national parts of
the Business Council and the SCO bodies upon request;

- in agreement with the national parts of the Business Council organizes
exhibitions, conferences, seminars and other events;

- maintains working relations with the SCO Secretariat and other structures of
the SCO, and also maintains, within its competence, contacts with
representatives of international organizations, business

associations of other states;

- contributes to the creation of an effective dialogue mechanism between the
state, business and financial circles of the SCO member states by organizing
meetings, conferences, discussions on specific problems of multilateral
economic relations;

- searches for partners for the implementation of specific projects on the
territory of the member states, observers and SCO dialogue partners;

- assists government, business and financial structures in creating
mechanisms for the implementation of projects approved by the Board of the
DC;

- prepares, on the basis of proposals from the national parts of the Business
Council, a report to the SCO and SCO CHS;

- exercises control over the implementation of decisions of the SCO BC
Board;

- assists in the preparation and implementation of business projects and
economic programs in the framework of the directions approved by the SCO
BC Board.

- maintains working relations with the Ministerial Meeting, the SCO
Secretariat and other SCO structures;

4. Working groups

4.1. If necessary, expert and target working groups can be created within the
framework of the Business Council. Their composition and work plan are
developed by the Secretariat in agreement with the national parts and
approved by the Board.

4.2. Expert working groups interact in suitable forms with ad hoc working
groups established within the SCO.
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5. Financing the activities of the Business Council

5.1. Financing of the national units is carried out in accordance with the
internal procedures established in each SCO member state. Funding for the
activities of the Secretariat is carried out in accordance with individual
decisions within the framework of the activities of the Business Council.
5.2. Organizational costs associated with holding a meeting of the
Management Board of the Business Council shall be borne by the host party.
The costs associated with participation in meetings of the Board and expert
groups shall be borne by the sending party.

6. Final provisions

6.1. The working languages of the Business Council are Russian, Chinese and
English.

6.2. This regulation may be amended and supplemented, including in the
event of an increase in the number of SCO member states. Changes, additions
to this regulation must be formalized by the appropriate decision of the Board
of the Business Council.

6.3. This provision comes into force from the date of its approval by the
Board of the Business Council.
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
